
Caladenia Ridge

The extremely rare Crimson Spider Orchid is found 
on the property, within a vegetation type that is 
unique to the Nail Can Ranges, containing a mix of 
White Box and Blakely’s Red Gum Woodland, and 
Red Box and Stringybark forest.  

The property is a birdwatchers paradise containing 
many woodland specialist species such as Turquoise 
Parrots, that use the ranges as a refuge or as a 
migratory stepping stone as they travel to nearby 
places such as Chiltern National Park.  

The views from the upper ridge are amazing – in 
winter the snow on Mt Bogong is clearly visible.
 

Caladenia Ridge is a 110ha property, accessed at 
the end of Centaur Rd Lavington. It is only 9kms 
drive to Dean Street in Albury’s CBD or just over 
8kms via ridge walking/riding trails through the Nail 
Can Ranges reserve with which it shares a 
boundary.  

The property is located in the upper end of the 
Splitters Creek catchment and is around 5kms to the 
banks of the Murray River.

Each spring the treasures of underground tubers 
within the soil emerge to display one of the most 
abundant shows of lilies, daisies, and orchids in the 
region.
